Purpose of the Ed Panarello
Scholarship Fund Program

The purpose of the Scholarship Fund
Program is to provide a college education for
MPC of Greater New York and Vicinity
Affiliate members’ dependents, subject to the
ehgibility conditions set forth in this booklet.

Source of Fund

The Scholarship Fund was launched
through the use of monies appropriated for
this purpose by the Executive Board of the
MPC of Greater New York and Vicinity on
Apnl 27, 1993. It is augmented from other
monies set aside from time to time for this pur-
pose from the funds of the MPC of Greater
New York and Vicinity.

Administrators of Fund
The Administrators of the Scholarship
Fund shall be the Executve Board of the

MPC of Greater New York and Vicinity or
their alternates.

Administration of the
Scholarship Fund

The scholarship holders will be required to
furnish—and must authorize their college,
university or vocational school to make avail-
able—such information, scholastic records
and reports as the Executive Board shall
request.

Nothing herein contained shall be deemed
to reduce the power of the Executive Board to
make any changes or modifications of the
scholarship award.

The Executive Board of the MPC of
Greater New York and Vicinity may revoke a
scholarship any time a scholar fails to comply
with the above provisions or those contained
herein.

The Committee

An impartial committee of distinguished
professional educators, appointed by the
Executive Board of the MPC of Greater New
York and Vicinity, will make the annual
Scholarship Awards after a study of the
records and qualifications of all the appli-
cants.

The conference of the Scholarship
Committee will be closed and its deliberations

. will be confidential, its actions will be final

subject to the approval of the Executive Board
of the MPC of Greater New York and
Vicinity.

INFORMATION and Guildlines
for APPLICANTS

The Scholarship Awards

Two Scholarship Awards in the amount of
$2,000.00 each, which will be paid in a lump
sum, will be awarded annually to dependents
of affiliate members. Announcement of the
award recipients will be made in May of each
year.

How the Awards Are Granted

These scholarships are awarded on the
basis of secondary school records; and each
applicant shall submit an essay of 2,500 words
or more on the topic “Why There Is a Need
for an Organized Labor Movement.” Also,
each applicant shall supply an autobiography,
character references and a list, if any, of
extracurricular activities.

When the recipients are announced, the
judges also will designate two (2) alternates
who will be eligible for the awards in the event
that the individuals are unable to take up their
scholarship.

Alternates and other candidates who are
not awarded the scholarship may be reconsid-
ered the following year, provided they stll
meet the eligibility requirements.

How the Scholarships
May Be Used

The scholarship recipients may use their
awards at the college or university of their
choice, provided the institution 1s an accredit-
ed school in the United States or its territories,
and provided also that the school offers stan-
dard academic or professional degrees.

The recipients must let the Executive Board

of the MPC of Greater New York and

Vicinity know the school to which they have
been admitted by August 1 of the year in
which the award is granted.

The Executive Board reserves the right to
reject any school on reasonable grounds.

Applicants are responsible for all negotia-
tions and fees in connection with admission to
their chosen school. Upon admission, the
scholarship recipients must maintain, at all
times, standards of conduct satisfactory to the
college or university attended and to the
Executive Board of the MPC of Greater New
York and Vicinity.

Eligibility

The Scholarship Awards are limited to
members’ dependents of affiliate organiza-
tions that are current 1n their per capita dues.

Eligibility must be established at the time
the application is made.

To be eligible, the APPLICANT must:

(a) be an unmarried child of an eligible
member for whom the member (and his or her
spouse) has been the sole source of support
during the calendar year immediately preced-
ing the date upon which a scholarship is made.

(b) be under the age of 19.

(©) be a graduate of high school or its
equivalent.

(Application may be made during the sen-
ior year of high school)

(d) be under the age of 25 and a full-time
student enrolled in a program leading to a
baccalaureate or higher degree at an accredit-
ed institution authorized by law to grant such
degrees.
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
